Introduction

The History and Social Science Standards of Learning Enhanced Scope and Sequence is a resource intended to
help teachers align their classroom instruction with the History and Social Science Standards of Learning that
were adopted by the Board of Education in January 2008. The History and Social Science Enhanced Scope and
Sequence is organized by topics from the original Scope and Sequence document and includes the content of the
Standards of Learning and the essential knowledge and skills from the Curriculum Framework. In addition, the
Enhanced Scope and Sequence provides teachers with sample lesson plans that are aligned with the essential
knowledge and skills in the Curriculum Framework.

School divisions and teachers can use the Enhanced Scope and Sequence as a resource for developing sound
curricular and instructional programs. These materials are intended as examples of how the knowledge and skills
might be presented to students in a sequence of lessons that has been aligned with the Standards of Learning.
Teachers who use the Enhanced Scope and Sequence should correlate the essential knowledge and skills with
available instructional resources as noted in the materials and determine the pacing of instruction as appropriate.
This resource is not a complete curriculum and is neither required nor prescriptive, but it can be a useful
instructional tool.

Session 1: Our Community of Learners

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to create pictorial representations of their facial features.

Materials

e Chart paper and markers

e Pencils and crayons

e Self-stick notes

e Pictures of various communities

Instructional Activities

1. Post the word community on chart paper, and explain the concept of a community as it relates to membership
in the classroom, school, and neighborhood.

2. Give each student a self-stick note, and direct students to draw a self-portrait with eyes, nose, mouth, ears, and
hair. Have students color in their features.

3. Create a class chart labeled “Our Community of Learners,” and have each student place his/her self-stick note
on the chart. Draw out responses from students about the many people who make up the class community.
Encourage students to share reasons why all the students make up the classroom community.

4. Use the self-stick notes to create smaller communities within the class community, based upon categories
such as gender, interest (e.g., drawing, singing), or season of birth.

5. Have students draw and color full-length self-portraits, and collect them to create a class book about “Our
Community of Learners.”

6. Explain that a community is also a place where people live. Have students share similarities of the
communities where they live.

7. Show pictures of different communities, and have students describe the common characteristics of the
communities.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Take digital photos of each student, and print them out so the students can manipulate them as an alternative
to drawing.

e Add picture communication symbols to the words on the charts.

Multisensory Activities
o Have students place photos of themselves into appropriate categories or groups, using string, hula-hoops,
colored bulletin board paper cut in circles, and colored tape to create the graphic charts on the floor.

Community Connections
e Have students indicate community places they have visited by placing their pictures with the correct
community symbol (e.g., grocery store, bank, park, library).

Small Group Learning
e Provide props and costumes for students to role-play community members.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: community, membership, neighborhoods, same, and
different.

o Create a theme word wall on a poster for future reference and writing activities.

e Provide picture communication symbols for the words represented on the theme word wall.

Student Organization of Content

o Make multiple copies of picture communication symbols representing Instructional Activity #4. Have
students select the pictures that represent the groups to which they belong and paste them on pages to take
home to share with parents.

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Session 2: Communities Where We Live

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to name various locations within their community (e.g., schools, parks,
libraries, grocery stores).
Students are expected to be able to brainstorm their ideas in a group.

Materials

Construction paper in a variety of colors, cut into 8%2" x 5%" pieces
Paper and pencils

Chart paper and markers

Crayons

Review the concept of community from Session 1.

On chart paper, make a list of places in the neighborhood that are shared by community members (e.g.,
schools, parks, libraries).

On chart paper, make a list of people in the community who can be called on for help. Ask students who in
their community helps them with certain problems or situations, using questions such as the following:

e Who would you call if you needed to find a book?

o Who would you call if you needed a ride home?

o Who would you call if you saw smoke in your house?

(Neighbors could be included in some of the answers.)

Invite community speakers to come and talk about what they use when they help people in the community.
Ask the speakers to share what time, talents, and items they use to help the community and to discuss why the
students can trust them to do their job. If community speakers are not available, read teacher-selected books
about the people in the community who support the students and their families.

After the community speakers visit, create a class chart summarizing the information that students learned
from each community speaker. Have students dictate statements about each speaker. Also have them illustrate
actions of the speakers. Collect the statements and illustrations into a book for the class library. Later, write a
class thank you note to the speakers.

Ask the students, “Who needs to help in our community?” Allow the students to brainstorm, and remind them
that “Everyone is a community helper in our community!”

Through class discussion, compile a list of jobs that need to be done in the classroom to make it the best place
to learn. Ask each student to choose one job on the class list to do and attach his/her hand to the list near that
job. Set a time for the classroom jobs to be done.

Provide students with the pre-cut pieces of construction paper, and have each student trace his/her hand, cut
out the hand shape, and label it with his/her name.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Use digital photos of places in the students’ local community (e.g., schools, grocery stores, churches,
recreation centers, parks).

e Use an LCD projector with an Internet-connected computer to search pictures of the local community. See if
the students can identify the photos that are projected.

o In Instructional Activity #5, type the facts given by each community speaker into a talking-word processing
program. If available, program the facts into a programmable communication device recorded by a child in
the class (e.g., tape recorder, memo recorder, talking picture frame).

e For Instructional Activity #7, make available assistive technology tools needed by some children to complete
their jobs. Examples may include extenders for a child in a wheelchair to pick up trash, communication device
to report the weather, and a caddy to carry materials.

e For Instructional Activity #8, a partner could help a student trace his/her hand.

Multisensory Activities

e Have students make community helper props for dramatic play (e.g., mail carrier, firefighter, emergency
medical technician).

e Have students use CDs, tapes, and/or the Internet to listen to songs about community helpers.

e Have students watch and discuss movies about various community helpers performing their jobs.

Community Connections

e Prior to the lesson, take a field trip using public transportation to visit various community sites that are
discussed in the lesson (e.g., fire department, rescue squad, library, parks).

o Take digital photos of the sites you visited. Compile the photos into a software presentation that can be
viewed throughout the school year. A printed copy can be made into a classroom book that can be displayed
as a choice on the students’ bookshelf.

Small Group Learning
e Have students use many different materials (e.g., blocks, boxes, markers, paint, toy cars, sticks, clay) to create
cooperative group murals to illustrate various aspects of communities.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: firefighter, doctor, librarian, teacher, and store clerk.
e Present picture communication symbols for each job discussed in the lesson.

Student Organization of Content
o Create a classroom phonebook of community helpers containing pictures, names, and phone numbers for
children to use in a dramatic play.

Session 3: Classroom Quilt of Good Citizenship

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of a citizen.
e Students are expected to be able to identify a quilt.

Materials

e Chart paper and markers
e Paper, pencils, and crayons
e Cut-out squares for classroom quilt

Instructional Activities

1. Read to students a story in which characters display good citizenship.

2. After reading the story, discuss examples of the characters being good citizens. Look for examples such as the
following:
e taking turns
sharing HHERHMOMT
completing classroom chores . "
taking care of one’s things e
respecting others’ belongings :
being honest oo O
practicing self-control ooy Sue
being kind to others mei efeivieles
participating in decision making in the classroom
participating successfully in group settings

3. On chart paper, list the examples of good citizenship, and write the characters’ names next to the appropriate
example. Ensure that the students understand terms such as chores, respect, honesty, and self-control.

4. Discuss the examples of being a good citizen, and suggest how the students can practice these examples in the
classroom.

5. After a class discussion of these examples, have each student draw a picture of one of the examples in action.
The pictures should be drawn on the pre-cut squares and show the students taking turns, sharing, completing
classroom chores, taking care of one’s things, respecting others’, being honest, practicing self-control, or
being kind to others.

6. Have students share and tell about their examples of good citizenship. Add each student’s drawing to a large
bulletin board or display labeled “Our Classroom Quilt of Good Citizenship.” (A variation on this project
could be the use of photographs of each student portraying good citizenship.)

7. Label each student’s drawing or photo with the act of good citizenship illustrated, such as taking turns,
sharing, completing classroom chores, taking care of one’s things, respecting what belongs to others, being
honest, practicing self-control, or being kind to others.

8. Encourage students throughout the year to add squares to the quilt as they show examples of being good
citizens.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e Substitute or add a video illustrating the concept of good citizenship.
o Create a slide show of the story’s illustrations, and record the story for use by individual class members.

Multisensory Activities

e After reading or watching the story, have students nonverbally identify examples of good citizenship.
Examples may include color-coded cards; thumbs up/thumbs down, and/or stand up/sit down.

o Have students play charades showing good and bad examples of citizenship.

Community Connections
e Arrange to have your quilt displayed in the community, such as a hospital, bank, grocery store, doctor’s
office, or library.

Small Group Learning
o Divide students into small groups. Assign each group an aspect of good citizenship (as listed in Instructional
Activity #2) to create a skit depicting the example.

Vocabulary

o Have students use the following vocabulary words: citizenship, quilt, respect, self-control, chores, honesty,
decision-making, and sharing.

o For role playing, make name tags for students to wear that display these words. Include picture
communication symbols with the words.

Student Organization of Content

e Using a class T-Chart (Good Citizenship LOOKS LIKE, Good Citizenship SOUNDS LIKE), have the class
generate ideas. Place a picture of eyes next to the LOOKS LIKE column and a picture of ears next to the
SOUNDS LIKE column. Add examples to your chart as they occur over time in your classroom.

e Use a software program to create the displays.

Session 4: Rules at School

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to have a beginning concept of a rule.

Materials

Chart paper and markers
Pencils and crayons
Pictures of school places

Instructional Activities

Explain that the class is going to develop classroom rules, and talk about the importance of rules. The rules at
school help keep students safe, help students get along and work together, and help students learn.

Encourage students to share their ideas of rules needed in the classroom to help keep them safe, to help them
get along and work together, and to help them learn. Keep the responses positive, focusing on what students
should do instead of what they should not do.

Write the student responses on chart paper, and discuss each rule with the class. Use small pictures to help
students recognize words they may not understand.

Have students write about or illustrate the class rules in their journals. Students could also draw pictures of
class rules to post in the classroom. Allow students the opportunity to discuss and share their pictures and the
rules they illustrated.

Allow students a chance to role-play the situation of a new student coming to their class and the ways they
would help him or her learn about the rules in their classroom.

Ask students, “What should we do if someone breaks the classroom rules?” Solicit responses, and guide the
discussion in a positive manner. Discuss with students the consequences for breaking each of these rules.
Record the responses on chart paper.

Communicate with the parents/guardians of the students the rules of the classroom and consequences when
they are not followed.

Post the rules and consequences in the classroom, and refer to the chart as necessary during the year.

Complete this session by reading a teacher-selected book about rules in the classroom.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

Make a video of students acting out both the rules and the consequences for breaking the rules in the
classroom.

Take digital photos of the students following the rules, and compile them in a presentation software
production. Have the students do the recordings for each slide.

Make the rules available on a communication device for use by students who are nonverbal.

Multisensory Activities

Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
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better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).
e Have students help create a chant or poem describing the rules of the classroom.

Community Connections
o Invite the employees in the school (e.g., custodian, librarians, cafeteria staff) to talk about the importance of
rules.

Small Group Learning
e Assign a rule to each cooperative group. Ask each group to draw a picture illustrating students following that
rule.

Vocabulary

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning. Individual word cards could be made for some children to keep and take
home for practice. This would be especially beneficial for children who speak English as a second language
and children who are visual learners.

Student Organization of Content

o Create a T-Chart as a class using the two labels, RULES and CONSEQUENCES. Color-coding would be
helpful for the two categories. This chart may be extended to other areas in the school, such as halls, cafeteria,
and bus room.
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Session 5: Rules at Home

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to have a beginning concept of a rule.
e Students are expected to be able to identify roles within their families.

Materials

e Chart paper and markers
e Pencils and crayons

Instructional Activities

1. Read a teacher-selected book about families, and discuss the different roles of family members.

2. Encourage students to consider the different roles of members in their own families and to share some of their
families’ rules. As the students discuss the rules, ask what happens when rules are followed.

3. Post family rules that students share, and group them together in categories.

4. Ask students to discuss the consequences of not following rules at home.

5. Have each student illustrate one of the rules at home, and create a class book of “Rules at Home.”
6. Read additional teacher-selected stories about following rules at home.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Previous to the lesson, ask family members, of students who are nonverbal, to record the roles or write down
the roles so that they can be programmed into a communication device.

o Compile digital photos of the students’ rules at home into presentation software, and have each child record
his/her family rule. Print out the slide show, and put it into a three-ring notebook so the book can be added to
the bookshelf.

e Have some students create their pictures using a software program on the computer.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Example may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).

o Make a cube displaying the various rules within the home attached with Velcro™ on the sides. The cube
becomes a game that the children can take turns rolling. Use it as a stimulus for role-play activities.

Community Connections

o Create a videotape showing the rules you use in your home (alternatively, have the principal create such a
videotape for school rules). Show the video to the class.

e If possible, have a parent, of a student who has limited English proficiency or a parent of a student who has a
disability, come to the class and discuss the rules in his/her home. The purpose is to show cultural differences

within families.
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Small Group Learning
e Prior to the lesson, divide students into small groups to help them generate ideas for the class discussion about
family roles and rules at home.

Vocabulary

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning. Make individual word cards for some children to keep and take home for
practice. This would be especially beneficial for children who speak English as a second language and
children who are visual learners.

Student Organization of Content

o Create a door hanger chart template that allows each student to draw pictures of rules in their home. Provide
picture communication symbols for students who are unable to draw. Their door hanger chart can be created
from tempo loop display fabric so that they can use Velcro™ to put their symbols onto the chart.
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Session 6: Rules in the Community

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to have a beginning understanding of neighborhoods and communities.

Materials

e Chart paper and markers
e Pencils and crayons

Instructional Activities

1. Review rules at school and rules at home from the past sessions with the students.

2. Introduce rules in the community by reading a teacher-selected book about community rules. While reading
the book, point out the different rules, and ask if they are similar to the rules in the students’ community.

3. Have students recall community rules from the book, and list them on chart paper.

4. Have students create pictures that illustrate the rules in the community, and post them on a bulletin board, or
create a class book.

5. Guide students in a discussion about the responsibilities of good citizens in the community, such as
e 0obeying the laws
e respecting the rights and property of others
e voting.

6. Have students draw pictures of the responsibilities of good citizens in the community, and have them share
their responses.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Replace the book with a video that has already been created, or create your own video showing citizens in the
community obeying the rules.

e Have some students create their pictures using a software program on the computer.

o Compile digital photos of the community rules using presentation software, and have each student take a turn
recording on the slides. Print out the slide show, and put it into a three-ring notebook so the book can be
added to the bookshelf. This will provide multiple opportunities for students to practice the vocabulary.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).

o Have students create sandwich boards out of posters and yarn to advertise the community rules.

e Conduct an election, using secret ballots to vote on any aspect in your classroom, so the students can develop
an understanding of voting.
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Community Connections
e Invite a police officer to discuss similarities of the rules (e.g., respect each other’s rights, protect each other’s
safety, respect property) in the community and the rules in the class.

Small Group Learning
e Provide students with chart paper containing a responsibility of a good citizen, and have the students illustrate
the responsibility in small groups. Display the charts in your own community.

Vocabulary

o Have students use the following vocabulary words: laws, rights, responsibilities, vote, respect, citizen,
community, and neighborhoods.

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning. Make individual word cards for some children to keep and take home for
practice. This would be especially beneficial for children who speak English as a second language and
children who are visual learners.

Student Organization of Content
o Make a flip or tiered book (a book that includes tabs). Write each vocabulary word on a tab. Then have each
student illustrate a vocabulary word so the picture is hidden. The student can lift the flap to see the picture.
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Session 7: Consequences When Rules Are Not Followed

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to understand the rules at school, at home, and in the community.

Materials

e Self-stick notes
e Pencils and crayons
o  Chart paper

Instructional Activities
1. Review the examples of rules at school, rules at home, and rules in the community from the previous sessions.

2. Ask students to suggest the possible consequence of a person not following a classroom rule, such as lining
up to go to the playground. Guide the students’ responses to help them realize that a student who does not line
up with the class might get left behind. Explore other consequences of not following the rules. For example, if
students run to line or push others to get there first, someone might get hurt.

3. Read aloud each rule from the class-created chart, and ask students to suggest consequences of not following
the rule.

4. Have each student illustrate on a self-stick note the consequence of not following one of the classroom rules.
As students complete their responses, have them explain the rules and consequences.

5. Post each consequence self-stick note beside the related rule, and review the cause-and-effect relationship.

6. Complete the same process to review the consequences for not following rules at home and rules in the
community. Encourage students to discuss the cause-and-effect relationship between rules and the possible
consequences when the rules are not followed.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Use a software program to have students brainstorm the consequences of not following rules as a whole
group.

e Have students use a software program (either make available on the computer screen, or on printed paper or
labels, the choices of consequences to be able to share with the class during discussion). The student can click
and drag the icon or point to the icon of his/her choice.

Multisensory Activities

e Have students use puppets to role-play various consequences that occur when you break the rules.

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).

Community Connections
o Invite a safety patrol, librarian, or bus driver to discuss the importance of following the rules.

Small Group Learning
o Create small groups of students and ask them to perform skits that show the consequences of not following
the rules.
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Vocabulary

o Have students use the following words: consequences, rule, and cause-and-effect.

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning. Make individual word cards for some children to keep and take home for
practice. This would be especially beneficial for children who speak English as a second language and
children who are visual learners.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students use a graphic organizer to create a flow chart to illustrate good and bad consequences.
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Session 8: Making Decisions in Our Classroom

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

o Students are expected to understand the rules at school, at home, and in the community.

Materials

o Decision-making model grid posted on the board or an overhead
e Pencils, crayons, and chalk
o  Chart paper

Instructional Activities

1. Begin the session by telling the students that individuals and groups make decisions every day. Some
important decisions affect many people, whereas other decisions affect only one or two people. A decision-
making process based on facts leads to good decisions. Students can demonstrate decision-making skills (e.g.,
identify alternatives, reflect, vote, accept majority rule) while demonstrating respect for the rights of self and
others.

2. Tell students that by using a decision-making model, they can be sure to make a decision that is fair. The
model has four steps: select choices, rate what is important, evaluate, and make a decision. Draw a decision-
making grid on the board or overhead projector (like the one below). Talk about some of the issues that
should be considered as students rate their choices.

Decision-Making Model Steps

1. Select choices.

2. Rate (What is really important to you?)
3. Evaluate

4. Make a decision.

3. Tell the students that, in order to make a decision that everyone can support, the class will need to answer
some questions about each choice. Fill in the top row with questions that are important to you and your class.

4. Rate each choice with the class. Ask each question (1-4) and count the number of students who respond yes.
Write that number in the appropriate box.

5. Evaluate the number of positive responses for each question and choice. Compare and discuss the results and
make a decision together. The decision should be based on the highest number of positive responses.

6. Debrief after you make a decision: “What do you think of the process used?”” Copy the decision-making grid
from the classroom discussion. Then make enough copies for each student. Send home the copy with a
request that parents ask their child about the process.
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program a communication device so that a student can give his/her choices/preferences in the discussion
about apples and bananas.

e Use a software program to collect the data.

Multisensory Activities
e Provide actual bananas and apples to help students compare taste, texture, color, and smell.
e Use apple and banana stickers or self-stick notes to record the data.

Community Connection
e Contact a community grocery store to see if they sell more apples or more bananas.

Small Group Learning
o Insmall groups, have students discuss other times that they have to make decisions (e.g., choosing what
clothes to wear, what shoes to wear, whether to drink chocolate or regular milk at lunch).

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: decision making, choices, rate, evaluate, texture, taste,
smell, and color.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students use graphic organizers to represent the data.
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Session 9: Our Classroom Community Chain

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to know what a good citizen does.
e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of community.

Materials

Strips of red, white, and blue construction paper cut into 8%2" x 2" strips
Pencils and crayons

Chart paper

Glue

Instructional Activities
1. Review the concept of community from the previous sessions.

2. Tell the class that they are going to make a classroom community chain. Explain that the classroom
community is held together as each student does his/her part and acts as a good citizen.

3. Show the students a picture of a chain, and explain that chains are made of many links attached together.
Explain that a chain is difficult to break when its links are strong. Help students see that the classroom
community is like a chain made of links (i.e., students) held together by good citizenship on the part of all
students.

4. Pass out red, white, and blue strips of construction paper to the students. Each student should receive one strip
and write his/her name on it. Once the students have labeled the strips, begin making the classroom
community chain by gluing each link together to form a circle of loops. Post the completed classroom
community chain where each student can see how his/her link contributes to the strength of the classroom
chain.

5. Encourage students to give examples of being a good citizen at school, and post responses on a chart near the
classroom chain.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Have each student dictate the ending of a sentence that begins, “I can...” in a talking word processing
program. Print the sentences and/or symbols out so they can be assembled in a chain. This document can also
be saved as a story that can be read several times.

e As an alternative to writing, have students use a software program to independently type their names to be
included on the chain.

Multisensory Activities
e Bring an actual chain made out of various materials (e.g., plastic, metal) to show students, and have them
manipulate the chain. Have students discuss the features and purpose of the chain.

Community Connections
e As an alternative activity, arrange for cross-grade groupings. Have students complete the same project, but
now by cooperating with older students.
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Small Group Learning

e Bring cross-grade groupings back to your class. Have older students take dictation on ways you can break a
chain.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: chain, links, strong, weak, and loops.

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning. Make individual word cards for some children to keep and take home for
practice. This would be especially beneficial for children who speak English as a second language and
children who are visual learners.

e Have students make a chain out of the vocabulary words used in this lesson. Have them pair the words with a
picture communication symbol.

Student Organization of Content

e Color-code a chart using a red light and a green light to designate positive and negative examples of
citizenship. Have the students use colored self-stick notes to draw their responses. Then have the students
place them in the correct column.
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Additional Activities

Provide background knowledge by reading teacher-selected books that include examples of good citizenship.
Have students illustrate examples of good citizenship by drawing pictures and cutting pictures out of
magazines.

Have students role-play the traits of being a good citizen in the home, school, and community.

Recognize students as good citizens by posting their names on a “Super Citizen” bulletin board.

Have students illustrate examples of home, school, and community rules by drawing or coloring pictures that
show students following these rules.

Have students explain cause-and-effect relationships by recognizing rules, results of breaking rules, and
consequences for breaking rules in the home, school, and community using a chart.

Have students role-play examples of recognizing rules, results of breaking rules, and consequences for
breaking rules in the home, school, and community.

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Session 1: Introduction to the Concept of Symbols

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of a symbol.

Materials

o Collection of environmental prints that have symbols for products or businesses the students would see in
their community

Instructional Activities

1. Show the class one of the environmental prints. Ask students to point out the symbols and identify what each
might represent.

2. Explain to students that a symbol is used to make the viewer think of something that the symbol represents.

3. If the school has a mascot, connect the word symbol to the school mascot. The same could be done with a
local sport team.

4. Close out the lesson by asking the students to think of other symbols.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Prior to the lesson, locate picture symbols of America using Web resources and/or a computer program that
creates picture communication symbols.

o Search online for video clips that show various American symbols. Compile the symbols into a software
presentation. Have each student be responsible for recording a slide.

Multisensory Activities

e Have students cut pictures from magazines, advertisements, and old books showing American symbols and
post them on a bulletin board.

o Have the students use materials of various textures (glitter, ribbon, yarn, feathers) to create their favorite
American symbol. Students could take digital pictures of the symbols they created and put them into a
software presentation to share or print out.

e Have the class make red/white/blue hats, newspaper hats, flags on dowels, George Washington wigs, Lincoln
hats, and other patriotic symbols. Display these symbols in a class parade throughout the school. Have
patriotic songs playing over the intercom, and make musical instruments available so students can play along
while marching.

e Tape symbols onto a beach ball. Have students toss the ball to one another. When a student catches the ball,
whatever symbol his/her right thumb is on, he/she identifies it for the group.

Community Connections

e Have students ask their parents to help them find the symbols that go with various locations: library,
firehouse, school, courthouse, street signs, food establishments, and menu items (e.g., low fat, spicy).

o Invite military personnel, fire fighters, police officers, and/or postal workers to come in uniform to discuss
their symbols.

Small Group Learning
e See activities listed under Multisensory Activities.
e Insmall groups, have students look around the school building for symbols (e.g., No Parking, No Smoking).
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Student Organization of Content
e Have each student use digital pictures, pictures from the Internet, or drawings to make a booklet with the
symbols that were found in their school and in their community.
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Session 2: The American Flag

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand that America is their country, which is larger than their
community.
e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of a symbol.

Materials

e Drawing paper and crayons
e Teacher-selected book about the American flag
o Several American flags of different sizes

Instructional Activities

1. A few days before you begin the lesson on the American flag, ask the students to look for the American flag
both at home and at school. Tell them the class will be compiling a list of all of their flag sightings. Their
sightings can include actual flags or pictures of an American flag.

2. Compile the class list of flag sightings. Have students draw a picture of where they saw the American flag.
Create a class book of the students’ drawings. Follow with a discussion about the flag.

3. Display an American flag, and have the students describe the flag. Tell them that the flag is a symbol of our
country. Explain that a symbol stands for an idea. Over the years, a symbol tends to take on a meaning related
to its history, function, or appearance. Over the course of our country’s history, the flag has become more
important as a symbol of our country. The United States flag has 13 stripes. Seven are red and six are white.
It also has 50 white stars on a blue background. The stripes represent the 13 original colonies. The 50 stars
represent the 50 states that make up the U.S. today. The first American flag was designed in 1777. The flag
has been changed many times since then. New stars are added each time new states join the union.

4. Have the class compare a contemporary flag in your classroom with a historical flag such as the one Betsy
Ross is believed to have sewn. Create a chart of similarities and differences.

5. Read the teacher-selected book about the American flag. Discuss the students’ reactions to the story.

6. Have each student draw a picture of the American flag, and display the flags on a bulletin board.
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Make an audio tape of the story being read aloud in class.

e Provide digital pictures or pictures on the computer of American flags being displayed in different community
locations.
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Multisensory Activity
e Provide the materials to create a flag (i.e., 13 stripes: seven are red and six are white. It also has 50 white stars
on a blue background). Have students make a class flag.

Community Connection
e Watch a flag ceremony in the community or talk about when a flag ceremony takes place (e.g., sporting
events, parades, scout ceremonies).

Small Group Learning
e In cooperative groups, have students create a flag book for their group.

Vocabulary
o Have students use the following vocabulary words: colonies, states, union, stars, stripes and symbols.

Student Organization of Content
e Have each student use a graphic organizer to represent the different parts of the flag and what they represent.
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Session 3: The Pledge of Allegiance

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be familiar with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Materials

e Teacher-selected book about the Pledge of Allegiance
o Several American flags of different sizes
o Poster-size copy of the Pledge of Allegiance

Instructional Activities

1. Review the previous lesson on the American flag. Hold an American flag and have the students describe the
flag. Tell them that the flag is a symbol of our country.

2. Explain that the Pledge of Allegiance is a promise of loyalty to the United States. Invite the students to stand
and say the Pledge of Allegiance as a group. If necessary, show the students how to be respectful. Be sensitive
to students whose cultural background may prevent them from participating in the pledge.

3. Read the teacher-selected book about the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Lead the class in a discussion about why we say the Pledge every day and what the words mean. Ask, “What
is the name of the pledge to the American flag?”

Technology

e Have students listen to different audio recordings of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Community Connection
e Have a school board member or city council representative come and talk about how the Pledge of Allegiance
is implemented at a meeting or event (led by school groups, scouts, individuals to begin or end a meeting).
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Small Group Learning
e Asaclass, go outside or to another location where there is a flag and repeat the Pledge of Allegiance.
o Check to see that each classroom has a flag displayed.

Vocabulary
e Use a picture book that explains each line of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Student Organization of Content

e Have the students practice recreating the Pledge of Allegiance. First have them create a “silly pledge,” where
the printed phrase cards are out of order. Then have the students match the phrase cards to the actual Pledge
of Allegiance in the order they occur in the pledge.
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Session 4: The President is the Leader of Our Country

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of the United States.
e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of a leader.

e Students are expected to be able to understand the meaning of an address.

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of the White House.
Materials

Picture of the current president
Teacher-selected book about the president of the United States
Poster-size paper

Instructional Activities

1. Lead a discussion about leaders. Help the class to realize that a teacher is the leader of the class, the principal
is the school’s leader, and parents are the leaders of families.

2. Ask the class what the leader of our country is called. Be sure they understand that the leader is called the
president but that his name is (current president’s name) just like they each have a name. Show a picture of
the current president and share a few fun facts such as hobbies or pets.

3. Read the teacher-selected book. If an American flag is in a picture, point it out as an American symbol.

4. Talk together as a class about questions they would like to ask the president. Compose a letter on large
poster-size paper so the students can follow along.

5. Rewrite the letter in proper form, and send it to the following address:

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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Audio tape the story being read aloud to the class.

o Generate the fun facts (See Instructional Activity #2) in a talking word processor. This document can be
viewed on multiple occasions for students who may need repetition. Fun facts may be printed out for
individual books. This would be great for students to take home who have limited English proficiency.

Multisensory Activities

e Get sound clips and/or videos of the president speaking, and allow the class to listen.

e Have the students create the sentence, “This is the President of the United States. His name is
.” Provide word cards that students can put into the blanks.

Community Connections
o Have the students use their school pictures to create a collage to send with the letter to the president.

Small Group Learning

e Asastimulus to Instructional Activity # 3, have students work in small groups to search through selected
newspapers/magazines to find pictures of the president. Have each group create a collage of the pictures to
display in the classroom.

o Create a brainstorming web with “Our President” in the middle to generate thoughts about the president.
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Session 5: Thanksgiving Day

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to understand the meaning of family traditions.

Students are expected to be able to identify days of the week on a calendar.

Students are expected to be able to understand the concepts of past and present.

Students are expected to have some beginning knowledge of Thanksgiving Day and how it relates to their
family.

Materials

Teacher-selected book about Thanksgiving Day
Construction paper

Crayons

Calendar

Instructional Activities

1. Have the students share their knowledge of Thanksgiving on a KWL chart. Encourage the students to share
family traditions that take place on Thanksgiving. Tell the students that Thanksgiving Day is observed on the
fourth Thursday in November.

2. Use the students’ background knowledge to introduce the history of Thanksgiving Day.

3. Read a teacher-selected book about Thanksgiving. Allow the students time to respond to both the pictures and
the text. Ask questions about the observations they make about the book.

4. Explain that the first Thanksgiving was celebrated less than a year after the settlers arrived on the new land
they called their home. The first winter was long and hard. The following fall brought a good harvest, and
there was reason to celebrate. The settlers had much to be thankful for and celebrated with the American
Indians (First Americans), who helped the settlers get through that first winter.

5. Tell the students that Thanksgiving Day is a day to remember the sharing of the harvest with the American
Indians. It is observed in November.

6. Assist the students to locate Thanksgiving Day on a November calendar.

7. Have the students draw a picture of how they observe Thanksgiving Day.

Thanksgiving Long Ago Thanksgiving Day in the Present
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Replicate the KWL Chart described in Instructional Activity #1 into a software program so that students can
access pictures to insert into the chart. This could be a whole-group or a small-group activity.

o Provide an audio tape of the teacher-selected books about Thanksgiving for students who need multiple
readings of the content, or video tape a student from an upper-elementary grade reading the book.

o Create a template of the picture described in Instructional Activity #7 in a software program so that students
can use the tools to color and paste pictures.

Multisensory Activities

o Collect various “fruits of the harvest.” Some examples may include pumpkins, apples, corn, and beans.
Explain to the students that these food items are gathered at the end of the growing season and are ready for
storing or eating in late fall. The items are similar to those the Natives and settlers would have shared.

e Have students role-play the first Thanksgiving. Use costumes or props if available.

e Provide adapted crayons and/or pencils for students who have difficulties with fine-motor skills. Examples
may include big, fat stubby markers, pencil grips, and crayon cookies.

Community Connections

o Invite local farmers or produce vendors to come in to display the various crops harvested in your area.

e Host a Thanksgiving feast, and invite members of the school and extended community to share in the
celebration.

Small Group Learning

o Give each group a paper cornucopia to fill with paper representations of good food to share with friends.

o Collect cans of food to donate to a local food bank. Have small groups of students decorate the boxes in
which the food will be delivered.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: harvest, crops, settlers, Thanksgiving, American Indian,
First Americans, Indians, and Native Americans.

o Have students make a word wallet. The paper wallet is decorated with a picture illustrating the vocabulary
word and a card with the written word is placed inside the wallet.

Student Organization of Content

e Have students categorize the different types of food available then (colonial period) vs. the present on a
graphic organizer. This activity can be done orally and transcribed on the organizer for each student in the
class.

Session é: Happy Birthday, Dr. King!

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to identify a calendar.
Students are expected to understand the concept of past.

Teacher-selected book about Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.

Instructional Activities

Tell the class that Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., was a famous African American man who worked so that all
people would be treated fairly. We celebrate Martin Luther King, Jr., Day in January.

Lead a discussion about what being treated fairly means. For example, ask the students if it would be fair to
let only the boys go out for recess or allow only the girls to eat lunch. Tell them that Martin Luther King, Jr.,
would not have thought those rules were fair. Go on to explain that Dr. King did not think it was right to treat
someone unfairly because of the color of their skin, or where they lived, or what type of clothes they wear.

Read a teacher-selected book. Be sensitive to the appropriateness of a book for a young child. Put strong
emphasis on any examples of people being treated fairly as the book is read.

Have the students share examples of how they treat people fairly and then draw pictures to show their ideas.
Write down what the students dictate about their illustrations, or have the students phonetically spell their
ideas.

Display a picture of Martin Luther King, Jr., in the middle of a bulletin board titled “My Gift to Martin Luther
King, Jr.” Place the students’ drawings around the picture of Martin Luther King, Jr., or collect the students’
drawings in a class book entitled “My Gift to Martin Luther King, Jr.”
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e Provide an audio tape of the teacher-selected books about Martin Luther King for students who need multiple
readings of the content, or video tape a student from an upper-elementary grade reading the book.

Multisensory Activities

o Have the students role-play examples of treating someone fairly.

e Have students sort pictures into two groups: fair and unfair.

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills.

Community Connections
e Have a local actor come and talk about Dr. King’s famous “I Have a Dream” speech, or portray Dr. King and
have the students ask questions as if he were still living.

Small Group Learning
e Insmall groups, have the students compile their pictures from Instructional Activity #4 into a book about
fairness.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: African American, fair, treatment, peace, and skin color.

Student Organization of Content

e Ask students to decide if a given situation is fair or unfair. Use the example “Boys and girls should use
different water fountains.” Have signs with Fair or Unfair posted within the room. Have the students stand by
the sign that matches their opinion. Have students share the reasons for their choices.
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Session 7: Presidents’ Day

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of past.

e Students are expected to be able to have knowledge about the president of the United States and the American
flag from previous sessions.

e Students are expected to be able to identify a calendar.

Materials

e Calendar showing Presidents’ Day
e Pictures of George Washington, Abraham Lincoln, and the current president

Instructional Activities

1. Show a picture of George Washington, and have the students share what they know about George
Washington.

2. Repeat the process with Abraham Lincoln.

3. Show the picture of the current president, and have the students give his/her name and tell what the president
does.

4. Tell the students about Presidents’ Day, and locate the day on the calendar.

5. Guide them to understand that being the president is a very important job and that we honor all of our
presidents on Presidents’ Day.

6. Teach the students the following song. Sing it to the tune of “The Wheels on the Bus.”

February has a special day
A special day,

A special day,

February has a special day,
A day to celebrate.

Our presidents were very great,
Very great,

Very great,

Our presidents were very great,
Thank you for leading us.

Students are expected to be able to understand the concepts of past and present.

Teacher-selected book about George Washington

4. Tell students to put their hats on, and play a recording of marching music. Have the students take turns
leading the marching while waving the American flag.

5. Each time a different student holds the flag; ask the class to tell whose hat they are wearing and what it is
called.

e Show video clips from a video/DVD that illustrates authentic images of George Washington.

e Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book on George Washington
for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.
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e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during the activities.

o Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words in this session for students
who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

Multisensory Activities

e Usea 3-D figure, doll, or bust of George Washington throughout the lesson.

o Make a “scarecrow” style representation of George Washington. Contact the local theatre department for
appropriate clothing material to dress your figure.

Community Connections

o Show the students the likenesses of George Washington on the quarter and on the one-dollar bill.

o Have students take a field trip to a local bank. Have the bank personnel show various types of coins and bills
to the children.

Small Group Learning

o Divide students into small groups and have them create pictures of George Washington with speech bubbles
to write things he might have said. If feasible, ask an older student, volunteer, or teacher to dictate the speech
bubbles.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: president, United States, and Father of Our Country.

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Session 9: Abraham Lincoln, an Honest Man

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to identify a hat and know that it is worn on top of your head.

e Students are expected to understand the concepts of the president of the United States and Presidents’ Day
from previous sessions.

e Students are expected to be able to identify a calendar.

Materials

Teacher-selected book about Lincoln (Look for a book that has pictures of Lincoln wearing a stove pipe hat.)
9" x 12" black construction paper

Pattern shaped like a stove pipe hat for each student

Strips of black paper cut to be used as hatbands

Small white envelopes with the flaps cut off

Copies of a note that reads Abraham Lincoln was a president of the United States. He is often called “Honest
Abe.” We honor him on Presidents’ Day, which we celebrate in February.

e Glue

Instructional Activities

1. Talk with the class about being honest. What does it mean? Do you like honest people? Is it important to be
honest?

2. Tell the class they will be learning about a president of the United States who lived a long time ago. Help
them to understand that Lincoln was a president just like the current president.

3. Introduce the story by telling the students Lincoln’s nickname. Ask them to listen for his nickname.
4. Tell the students that Lincoln would put important papers in the brim of his hat.
5. Make the paper hats. Glue the envelope to the inside of the hat.

6. Distribute the small note for each child to fold and store in the envelope.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e For students who are non-verbal, program their communication device or a switch to signal true or false.
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Multisensory Activity
e Present statements about Abraham Lincoln. Ask students to show thumbs up if an item is true and thumbs
down if it is false.

Community Connections
e Invite a police officer to discuss the importance of being honest.

Small Group Learning

o Insmall groups, have each student think of three things that are true and one thing that is false about him or
herself. Take turns sharing these with the group and having group members decide which items are true and
which one is false.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: honest, president, and nickname.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students fill in the graphic organizer below:

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Session 10: Happy Birthday, Americal!

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to have a beginning understanding of Independence Day.
e Students are expected to understand the concept of birthday.

e Students are expected to be able to identify colors.

e Students are expected to be able to respond to simple verbal questions.
Materials

o Small American flags

e Rhythm instruments

e Marching music

e 9" x 12" blue construction paper (one sheet per student)

o Red paper cut in the shape of a firework (one sheet per student)

e White crayon

e Yellow paint

o Gold glitter

o Note to parents explaining the Standard of Learning taught in this lesson

Instructional Activities

1. Encourage the students to wear red, white, and blue to school on the day this lesson will be taught.

2. Allow the students to share their knowledge about the Fourth of July.

3. Introduce the term Independence Day. Show a July calendar, and locate Independence Day. Add to the
calendar whichever term, Independence Day or Fourth of July, is not printed on the calendar.

4. Pass out the blue construction paper and have the students glue the red firework near the bottom of the paper.
Use the yellow paint to make streaks coming out of the firework to give the appearance of an explosion. As
the paint dries, add the gold glitter.

5. Have students write “Happy Birthday, America!” with a white crayon at the top of the paper. Attach the note
to parents at the bottom of the paper.

6. Distribute the flags and rhythm instruments, and have a parade around the room.
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book about Independence
Day for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content. They may also take the video home.

e Program the names of the colors into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need to
respond to questions asked during the activities.

Multisensory Activities

e Have the students put on a parade around the school. Have them wear red/white/blue clothes. Play patriotic
music on the intercom as they are marching around the school. You can also provide them with musical
instruments and costumes.

o Make a birthday cake with the class to celebrate America’s birthday.

Community Connections
e Invite community members to watch the parade or take the parade into the community.

Small Group Learning
e Have students use various musical instruments (e.g., drums, bells, recorders, triangles, wood blocks, kazoos).

Vocabulary

o Have students use the following vocabulary words: red, white, blue, birthday, America, and flag.
e These words may be used to label a picture of a flag.

e Have students copy the words into their journals and illustrate them.

Student Organization of Content
o List the vocabulary words and allow students to refer to them in their writing or in their reading.
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Additional Activities

Read selected books about the flag, the Pledge of Allegiance, and the president as the leader of the United
States of America.

Make an American flag by using strips of red and white paper, a blue rectangle, and white stars.

Sing songs about the flag.

Color pictures of the America flag.

Share pictures of George Washington, who was the first president of the United States and is often called the
“Father of Our Country.”

Share pictures of Abraham Lincoln, who was a United States president and is often called “Honest Abe.”
Share pictures of the current president of the United States.

Mark the holidays of Thanksgiving Day, Martin Luther King, Jr., Day, Presidents’ Day, and Independence
Day (Fourth of July) on a calendar.

Read selected books about the first Thanksgiving.

Create booklets about Thanksgiving, providing facts about the early American settlers, American Indians, and
the first Thanksgiving.

Read selected books about Martin Luther King, Jr., and draw pictures of events in his life.

Read selected books about Independence Day (Fourth of July), and draw pictures of different Independence
Day (Fourth of July) celebrations and activities.

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Session 1: Doggie, Doggie, Where's Your Bone?

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of where.
Students are expected to follow simple one-step directions.

Materials

Plastic dog bone toy

Index cards labeled with the following terms:
e Near

Far

Above

Below

Left

Right

Behind

In front

Instructional Activities

Show the index cards, and have the students demonstrate the meaning of each of the words.

Select two students. Direct one to play the part of a dog by sitting blindfolded in a chair with a bone
underneath. Direct the second student to take the bone and hide it in the room according to the location word
drawn from a pile. For example, the bone might be placed “in front” of the closet.

Have the “dog” take off the blindfold and hunt for the bone by following the directional clue given by the
other student (e.g., “The bone is in front of the closet.”).

Repeat the game until everyone has had a chance to play.
To finish the lesson, stand in the middle of the room while the students are seated. Call on small groups to

show their understanding of the positional words by standing “near” the teacher, “to the left” of the teacher,
etc.
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the location words listed under Materials onto a communication device for students who are
nonverbal.

e Provide picture communication symbols created by a software program to be used by students who cannot
draw a picture. The picture should depict the location word on the back of each index card.

e Provide extra practice with the location words on a software program.

Multisensory Activities

e Teach simple songs/rhymes using the location words (e.g., Hokey Pokey).

o Create your own movement routines (e.g., stand in front of your desk, stand behind your desk) to practice
these words.

o Play a game “l see a brown book,” and give students directions to locate this item.

Community Connections
e Have students give the directions to an item in their bedroom using some of the listed vocabulary.

Small Group Learning
e Inasmall group, have students come up with a story about a pet using some of the listed vocabulary (My dog
likes to bury his bone...).

Vocabulary
o Refer to words on index cards as suggested in the Materials section. Add pictures or symbols to enhance
students’ understanding of the vocabulary words.

Student Organization of Content
e Convert the word cards into a small picture dictionary book by putting it on a ring so that the students can
refer to it.
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Session 2: Play “Show Me”

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected be able to follow simple directions.
e Students are expected to be able to give simple verbal directions.

Materials

e Six small stuffed animals
e Three boxes (big enough to hold one stuffed animal) stacked on top of each other

Instructional Activities
1. Place the boxes in a location where all of the students can see from the same viewpoint.

2. Give a student a stuffed animal with the direction to “Put the rabbit in front of the boxes,” or “Put the puppy
to the left of the boxes.”

3. Continue until every student has had a turn. This can serve as a simple assessment to determine students who
are struggling with these words.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e Have students use a computer software program to do the Instructional Activity # 2.
e Use a software program that creates picture communication symbols to represent the words.

Multisensory Activity
e Teach the English Sign Language signs for the directional words used in the session.

Community Connections

e Have students think about a movie theater (or school auditorium). Ask students, “Where would you like to sit
under different circumstances (in front of or behind a tall person; if you need to leave early—at the end of the
row or in the middle; to see the full screen, would you want to sit in the front or the back?”).

e Hand out a drawing of a park scene. Ask the students, “What is to the right of the pond?” “What is above the
tree?” “What is to the left of the pond?”

Small Group Learning
e Break into groups, and have one student describe a location and another student place the animal in that
location.

Vocabulary
e Have students use directional words.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students make vocabulary cards (could add picture symbols).
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Session 3: Where is the Treasure Chest?

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to understand the concept of places.
e Students are expected to be able to identify places in the classroom, at school, and in the state of Virginia.

Materials

e Teacher-selected book that shows someone using a map

o Simple treasure maps—one poster sized and enough small ones for each pair of students to have a copy
e Small drawing of a treasure chest

o Tape

Instructional Activities
1. Give the students a chance to tell what they already know about maps.

2. Tell them that maps help people locate places.

3. Using a large map of the United States, have students tell about out-of-state trips they have taken, and locate
the states on the map.

4. Show the students the treasure map. Tell the students that it will be their job to tell the location of the treasure
chest.

5. Put tape on the back of the treasure chest and stick it on the map. Select a child to tell the location of the
treasure chest (e.g., “The treasure chest is below the tree” or “the treasure chest is near the lake”).

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e Provide an audio tape of the teacher-selected books about maps for students who need multiple readings of
the content.

Multisensory Activities

o Make sure that you include relief maps and various textures in the map examples.

o Create the map by placing paper on a magnetic chalkboard or whiteboard, and move the features of the map
around by attaching magnets to the back of them.

e Provide a large map on the floor, and have a student (who is dressed like a pirate) go to a location on the map.
Have classmates describe that pirate’s location.

Community Connections
e Use a map when you visit your local park or school playground. Hide “treasures,” and have students find
them and show the teacher on the map where they were hidden.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: map and location. Display these words on a map template
to provide a memory prompt.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students create their own maps from construction paper or other media. Have them label the parts.
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Session 4: Near vs. Far

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to follow simple verbal directions.

Materials

e Teacher-selected book that contains positional words, including near and far
e Binoculars

Instructional Activities

NOTE: The following Web site provides art ideas for teaching geography.
o Geography Crafts <http://www.enchantedlearning.com/crafts/geography/>

1. Read a teacher-selected book that shows the location of objects and includes the positional words near and
far.

2. Ask students to define near and far.

3. Ask a student to stand near the door. Ask another student to stand far from the door. Ask a student in the
group to make a statement about the positions of the two students standing near and far from the door.

4. Review the terms near and far. If the day is nice, do this review at the start of the recess time. Stand in a spot,
and, after setting boundaries, tell the students to go far away. Move to another spot, and tell students to come
near. Repeat several times.

5. Show the binoculars and ask students how binoculars are helpful. Guide them to use the words near and far.

6. Give each student the chance to use the binoculars. Before looking, have the student name an object that is far
and then look to see how near it looks.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the directional words near and far onto a communication device for students who are nonverbal.

o Create a software presentation using invisible buttons. Have students select a picture that illustrates the
directional words near and far written and spoken on each slide.

e Have students use a software program to provide extra practice with the directional words near and far.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide binoculars for students to view distant objects, and have them experience bringing things into closer
view.

e Play the “hot and cold” game. Change the terms to “near and far.” The class hides an object in the room, and
one student is selected to find the object. As the student gets closer to the object when walking around the
room, the class shouts out “NEAR!” If the student is far away from the object, the class whispers “far.”

Community Connections

o Involve parent volunteers. Write a letter to parents asking them to play games with their children at home that
involve the concepts near and far. One suggested game is “Jump the River.” Two sticks are placed on the
ground close to one another, and the players have to jump over them. After each turn, the sticks are moved
farther apart. The game ends when a player cannot make the jump and lands in the “river.”
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Small Group Learning

o Have students play a simple game with partners. The two partners begin the game by standing near one
another. They toss a ball to one another. After each toss, they move one step away from each other (far). The
game ends when they are too far apart to successfully toss and catch the ball to each other.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: near and far.

o Display these words creatively on the word wall by writing the word near in large letters and the word far in
small letters to show the contrast in concept.

Student Organization of Content

o Take digital photos of various objects in the classroom. Manipulate the photos to show the object from near
and far perspectives. Print out each perspective for each object, and have the students create a T-Chart to sort
the objects into near and far categories.
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Session 5: Near vs. Far on a Map

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to have some knowledge of countries and oceans.

Students are expected to have some beginning knowledge of the shape of the state of Virginia.

Students are expected to have some beginning knowledge of the shape of the United States.

Students are expected to be able to respond to questions using “near” and “far” with actual objects (refer to
Session #4).

Materials

e Map of the world
e Map of the school

Instructional Activities

NOTE: The following Web resource offers a variety of maps:
e “Geography Home Page” <http://geography.about.com/>

1. Locate the United States on the map, and then help students locate Virginia. Put a bright piece of paper on the
map to help them locate Virginia.

2. Give each student the chance to name a place (city, state, country). Help the student point to the place while
the class decides if it is near to or far from Virginia.

3. Look at the map of the school. Point to places on the map such as the library, and have the students decide if
it is far from or near to the classroom.

4. Take a walk and go to the various places on the school map. When the class arrives at each spot, ask if they
still think that the place is far or near. Be ready to guide their thinking so that the concept of near and far on a
map is supported by what they discover on the walk.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Show video clips from educational shows that illustrate the concept of maps of the world.

e Program the directional words near and far onto a communication device for use by students who are
nonverbal.

e Provide picture communication symbols for near and far created by a software program for students who need
help in responding to the questions asked in these activities.

Multisensory Activity
e Add Velcro™ or magnets to the map components to allow students to manipulate the components and repeat
the activity as often as desired.

Community Connections
e Using a map of the school, have students find various locations within the building. Have them mark the map
with highlighters to show locations they have visited.

Small Group Learning
o Have small groups of students create a 3-D map of the classroom.
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Vocabulary

e Have students use the following words: near and far.

o Display these words creatively on the word wall by writing the word near in large letters and the word far in
small letters to show the contrast in concept.

Student Organization of Content
e Have students create a diorama in the round to compare the words near and far. Supply pictures for the
diorama.
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Session 6: Review of Positional Words

Materials

e Attachment A: Positional Words
e Teacher-selected book

Instructional Activities
1. Read a teacher-selected book that includes positional words.

2. Pass out the sheet containing the positional words.

3. Have students find the first positional word on the sheet, and ask students to demonstrate the word. For
example, for near a student might stand near another student or an object in the classroom. Repeat this
exercise for all eight words.

4. Review positional words and content covered in this unit about the relative location of people, places, and
things.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the eight positional words (i.e., near, far, above, below, left, right, behind, in front) used in this
lesson onto a communication device for those students who may be nonverbal.

e Secure picture communication symbols created by a software program next to the position words of
Attachment A for those students who have limited English proficiency.

o Create a software presentation using invisible buttons. Have the student select a picture that illustrates the
eight positional words used in this lesson.

e Provide extra practice with the eight positional words used in this lesson on a software program that may be
available for use on the classroom computer.

e Videotape an upper elementary student reading the teacher-selected book that includes directional words and
position of objects for those students who need multiple repetitions in order to understand the content.

Multisensory Activities
e Using stuffed animals or other objects, have students practice demonstrating the positional words.
e Have students practice positional words as they line up to go places in the school (Mary is in front of John.).

Community Connections
e Have students visit a grocery store, and have them find items that are near, far, above, below, left, right,
behind, in front of. Discuss why items are located where they are.

Small Group Learning

e Ina group using word cards, have students create sentences using the positional words.

e Make a cube with one of the positional words on each side. Use the cube to play a positional word game using
common objects. For example, if the cube displayed the word below, the child might place his/her shoe below
the chair to illustrate this concept.

Vocabulary

o Review the important words in this lesson with the class by pointing to the words wherever they are displayed
and using a signal to have the children read in unison. For example, point with a ruler to the word with your
other hand in the air. While your hand is in the air, the children are not permitted to read the word aloud. This
gives them “think time.” When your hand comes down, the class can read the word in unison. Provide cues
for particularly difficult vocabulary words.
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Student Organization of Content
e Use a matrix design with the vocabulary words listed on the left side. Have the students cut and paste pictures
of the represented vocabulary into the matrix to match the words.
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Additional Activities

Materials

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Session 1: What Is a Map?

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to understand the concepts of people, places, and things.

Students are expected to be able to identify drawings of maps (based on the previous sessions).
Students are expected to be able to respond to simple questions.

Students are expected to understand the concepts of same and different.

Materials

Chart paper

A variety of colored markers

A variety of maps of familiar surroundings (e.g., neighborhood, playground, classroom, school)
Teacher-made map of the classroom

Textbook, trade books, or other instructional materials

Instructional Activities

Read a teacher-selected book about maps.

Discuss the book, and have students share what they learned about maps.

Spread the teacher-made map of the classroom out on the floor, and have the students sit around it. Point out
the door and windows. Then point to one of the student’s desk and ask what that might be on the map. Do the

same with the teacher’s desk.

Ask the students what else in the room could be represented on the map. Allow the students to suggest what
symbol might be used to represent each suggestion.

Have the students stand up around the map. Tell them that they are looking at the map from above the map.

Have them imagine what it would be like to look at the map if they were stuck to the ceiling. Reinforce the
idea that a map shows what a place looks like from above.

Have the students draw a simple map of their bedroom. As they draw, make a map on the board to help them
understand. Place the door and windows first. Then draw a rectangle for the bed. Draw a pillow on top to help
them remember what the rectangle shows. Draw another rectangle, and draw a shirt on it to show a dresser.
Draw the rug. Draw a circle for the trash can.

Have the students share their maps.

Close out the lesson by having the students tell what they know about maps. Be sure they say that maps show
what a place looks like from above.
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Show an educational video/DVD that discusses and illustrates maps.

e Program the words of objects as models (airplane, car, ship, dollhouse furniture) used in Instructional Activity
#2 onto a communication device for students who are nonverbal and are expected to respond to the questions
asked in the session.

e Provide picture communication symbols created by a software program for the words of objects to illustrate
models (airplane, car, ship, dollhouse furniture) for students who have limited English proficiency. You also
might need to include the symbols for the words, people, places, things, same, and different.

o Record the students’ verbal responses in Instructional Activities #3 and #6 into a talking word processing
software program. The responses may be saved and printed out for all the students to refer to, take home, and
read/listen to for multiple repetitions. The key words can also be color-coded for emphasis.

o Video tape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book that includes
directional words and position of objects for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.

e Have each student create a display of 3-D objects on a mat or piece of construction paper. Have the students
view it at eye level and then from above by standing on a stool or ladder. Photograph the displays to illustrate
the concept of map.

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Session 2: Let’s Look at Maps

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to understand the concepts of people, places, and things.

Students are expected to be able to identify drawings of maps (based on the previous sessions).
Students are expected to be able to respond to simple questions.

Students are expected to understand the concepts of same and different.

Materials

e Several books showing maps (simple maps are best)
o Several maps of tourist attractions or shopping malls
e Map of the school

Instructional Activities
1. Review the classroom map from Session 1.

2. Share maps from the books, and ask the students to look for land and water on the maps. Guide them to
discover that the land and water features are represented by different colors.

3. Spread a map on the floor and ask the students to stand around the map. Ask whether they are looking at the
map from above. Ask whether a map shows what a place looks like from above.

4. Repeat the process with another map.

5. Spread the map of the school on the floor. Point to the cafeteria or library. Let students guess which room fills
that space. Ask if anyone can find the gym or office. Locate their classroom. See if they can locate the door
used to go out to recess. Continue pointing and helping them read the map.

6. Draw a line on the map going from the classroom to the library. Line the class up and take the map to show
the way. Point out places on the map passed on the way to the library.

7. Atthe library, draw another line that goes to the cafeteria. Again, use the map to show the way and point out
places shown on the map as the class walks.

8. Draw one more line going from the cafeteria to the playground. Once there, show a simple map of the
playground and then draw a follow-the-leader line on the map. Allow several students to lead the group
around the playground using the map.

Technology

e Show an educational video/DVD that discusses and illustrates maps.

e Provide picture communication symbols created by a software program for the words: /and, water, and
specific locations in the school for students who have limited English proficiency.

e Use program available on the Internet to show aerial views of the world, specific locations or take a virtual
tour.

e Have students create a map, using sand, to represent land and containers of water for oceans.

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Session 3: Globes Show Land and Water Features

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to identify land and water.
Students are expected to understand the concepts of flat and round.
Students are expected to be able to follow simple verbal directions.
Students are expected to be able to take turns with other students.

Materials

Teacher-selected book about globes

One inflatable globe

One globe for every pair of students

Trade books about globes

One copy of “Black Line of the Earth—Land and Water” for each student (Attachment A)
Crayons, markers, or colored pencils

Instructional Activities

1.

In this lesson, students will become familiar with a globe and will locate land and water features on the globe.
Inform students that not all maps are flat, and that some—globes—are round models of the Earth.

Have students sit in a circle. Read a teacher-selected book about globes, emphasizing that colors are used on
the globe to represent different areas. Explain that blue represents water and green (or brown) represents land.

After reading and discussing the book, have students play a game using an inflatable globe, according to the

following directions.

o Gently toss the inflatable globe to a student who is not sitting beside you.

e The student who catches the globe should close his/her eyes and put his/her thumb somewhere on the
globe.

e With eyes open, the student should tell the class whether his/her thumb is on land or water, depending on
the color.

e Each student in the circle should have a turn.

After all class members have had a turn, divide the class into pairs. Each pair will then practice the same
game with a standing globe. Direct each student to take turns with his/her partner, spinning the globe before
putting his/her thumb on it. The student again should identify whether his/her thumb is on land or water.

Give each student a copy of Attachment A: “Black Line of the Earth—Land and Water.” Have students color
the land green and the water blue.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

Program the key words (e.g., globe, land, water, round, flat) used in this session into a communication device
for students who are nonverbal and need to respond to questions asked during the activities.

Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words in this session for students
who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

For students who cannot physically manipulate a round globe, provide a flat picture of the globe with a
spinner in the middle. The student can start the spinner and identify land or water on the spot that the spinner
stops.

Provide an audio tape of the teacher-selected books about globes for students who need multiple readings of
the content.
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e Scan the black line master of Attachment A: “Black Line of the Earth—Land and Water” (See Instructional
Activity #6) into a painting/drawing software program. This allows students who may have difficulties to
draw or paint their picture into the drawing using the tools in the software program. If more adaptation is
needed, copy a digital photo of a globe into the software program so the student can copy and paste the
picture into the drawing. The drawing can then be printed out.

Multisensory Activities

e Besure to provide relief maps and globes among your map examples.

e Have the students create maps using various textured materials (e.g., salt dough, felt, fabric).

o Provide adapted crayons, markers, and pencils for students who have difficulty with fine-motor skills.

o Take a field trip to a museum that has interactive topographic displays.

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Session 4: “X” Marks the Spot

Students are expected to be able to follow simple verbal directions.

Materials

Classroom map (one per student) with an X on it marking a place where you have hidden “treasure”
Classroom map (one per student) without an X

Inexpensive treats for your students (e.g., stickers, pencils, erasers)

Instructional Activities

Review previous activities and the terms map, globe, and model. Ask students who they think might use
maps, and record the answers on the board.

Read a teacher-selected book about maps.
After reading and discussing the book, tell students that they will be using a map to find a hidden treasure.

Distribute the classroom maps marked with an X, and have students work independently or in small groups to
find the “treasure” hidden by the teacher. (If additional adult help can be obtained, consider hiding several
treasures and having the adults help a small group of students as they read the map to locate the treasure for
their group. Make several copies of the classroom map with the specific treasure location for each group
marked only on each group’s map.)

If additional adult help is used, have each group hide and then mark another map so the students can have one
more chance to read maps. If not, perhaps this activity could be repeated for several days with a new treasure
location each time. The treasure could be a small inexpensive treat, or more recess time, or the principal
reading a story to the class.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

Program the key words (i.e., globe, map, model) used in this session into a communication device for students
who are nonverbal and need to respond to questions asked during the activities.

Create picture communication symbols (PCS) in a software program of the key words in this session for
students who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency. Many of these words may have already
been created in previous sessions of this unit. All these PCS may be compiled into individual picture/word
dictionaries for students to refer to in the future.

Multisensory Activities
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Place paper footprints on the floor to guide students through the room to find the treasure. Draw footprints on
the map corresponding to the footprints on the floor. To make the task more challenging, allow students to
place the footprints on the floor and draw them on the map after finding the treasure.
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e The “X” may need to be made out of a different color or from a different texture for students to recognize.

Community Connections
e Conduct a similar treasure hunt at a local park or recreation center.

Small Group Learning
o Divide students into small groups, and have them create maps and hide treasures for adults to search.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: treasure, map, model, and hidden. These words may be
written on footprints that walk across the wall to remind students of the activity and connect it to reading.
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Additional Activities

Introduce a globe as a round model of the Earth.

Read selected library books about maps and globes.

Create a globe out of a round object and label the land and water features.
Locate the places on the globe referenced in stories read aloud to the class.
Show a variety of maps of the world, the United States, and Virginia.
Make a map of the classroom, playground, or neighborhood.

Use maps of the classroom, playground, or neighborhood to locate a certain place.

Create a model of a familiar object in the classroom.

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Session 1: Powhatan, Indian Leader

Teacher Background Information

At the time English colonists arrived in the spring of 1607, coastal Virginia was inhabited by the Powhatan
Indians, an Algonquian-speaking people. The Powhatan were comprised of about thirty tribal groups, with a total
population of about 14,000, under the control of Wahunsonacock, sometimes called Pownhatan.

The Powhatan lived in villages with houses built of sapling frames covered by reed mats or bark. Villages within
the same area belonged to one tribe. Each tribe had its own werowance or chief, who was subject to
Wahunsonacock.

Agricultural products—corn, beans, and squash—contributed about half of the Powhatan diet. Men hunted deer
and fished, while women farmed and gathered wild plant foods. Women prepared foods and made clothes from
deerskins. Tools and equipment were made from stone, bone, and wood.

The Powhatan participated in an extensive trade network with Indian groups within and outside the chiefdom.
With the English, the Powhatan traded foodstuffs and furs in exchange for metal tools, European copper,
European glass beads, and trinkets.

In a ranked society of rulers, great warriors, priests and commoners, status was determined by achievement, often
in warfare, and by the inheritance of luxury goods like copper, shell beads, and furs.

As English settlement spread in Virginia during the 1600s, the Powhatan were forced to move inland away from
the fertile river valleys that had long been their home. As their territory dwindled, so did the Indian population,
falling victim to English diseases, food shortages, and warfare. The Powhatan people persisted, however, adopting
new lifestyles while maintaining their cultural pride and leaving a legacy for today, through their descendants still
living in Virginia. http://www.historyisfun.org/pocahontas-and-the-powhatans-of-virginia.htm

Instructional Activities

1. Read a teacher-selected book about Powhatan, and explain to students the following ideas:

o Powhatan was the Indian leader when the settlers came to Jamestown. He ruled over many tribes.

e The name “Powhatan” refers to the Algonquian-speaking tribes of the Virginia Tidewater or coastal plain.

o By the time the English arrived in 1607, Powhatan was acknowledged as the paramount chief of about 30
districts, with more than 150 villages. The native Tidewater population numbered around 14,000.

e This paramount chief came from the town of Powhatan, near the falls of the James River, and he used his
hometown name to refer to himself and his chiefdom.

e The tribes under Powhatan’s leadership paid tribute to his treasury in food and goods, which were then
used for redistribution, trade, rewards, and ceremonial display.

e Powhatan played a leading role in early relations between the English and the Virginia Indians.

e He was the father of Pocahontas.
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e Powhatan died in 1618.
2. Review the story of Powhatan. Write on chart paper facts learned from the story.
3. Have students list ways in which Powhatan helped and served his people.
4. After reading trade books, text books, or other sources about the life of Powhatan, students can create a Bio-

Cube about him and his significance. Teachers could also use an interactive whiteboard to help students
complete the Bio-Cube as a class (see http://readwritethink.org/materials/bio_cube/).

5. Explain to students that history relates events that have already happened and teaches people about the
interesting lives of people long ago.

6. Introduce the terms long ago, past, and present. Explain that Powhatan lived long ago in the past.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the key words in this session (i.e., long ago, past, present, First Americans, Indian, American
Indian, Native Americans, colony, Jamestown, Virginia, chief) into a communication device for students who
are nonverbal and need to respond to questions asked during the activities.

o Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words in this session for students
who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

e Show clips from a video/DVD on Powhatan before doing Instructional Activity #3.

e Use an overhead projector or a talking word processor software program to write the student responses in
Instructional Activity #3. These may be printed out and/or copied so that each student has a copy for multiple
readings at a later date. They may also be taken home for readings at home.

e Use these communication symbols to replace the words on the Bio-Cube Instructional Activity #4.

Multisensory Activities
e Have students use word or picture cards to create sentences about Powhatan’s life.
e Have each student create a headband with pictures of how Powhatan helped and served his people.

Community Connections

e Have an actor/actress come to the class to portray aspects of Powhatan’s life. Make sure such individuals are
familiar with the history of Powhatan and can accurately answer questions that the children may have related
to him.

Small Group Learning

o Divide the children into small, cooperative groups. Give each group various pictures that portray Powhatan.
Allow them to look over the pictures and discuss similarities and differences. Discuss why he looks different
in the various pictures.

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Session 2: Pocahontas, Visitor at Jamestown

Teacher Background Information

Born about 1596, Pocahontas was the daughter of Powhatan, chief of about 30 tribes in coastal Virginia. As a
child, Pocahontas probably helped her mother with daily chores, learning what was expected of her as a woman in
Powhatan society. Even the daughter of a chief would be required to work. In late 1607, Pocahontas, then about
age 11, met John Smith in an event he described years later. Samuel Argall found her in a village and kidnapped
her for ransom. Thereafter, Pocahontas lived among the settlers. The Reverend Alexander Whitaker, living up the
James River near Henrico (Henricus), taught her Christian principles, and she learned how to act and dress like an
English woman. In 1614, she was baptized and given the name Rebecca. Soon after her conversion, Pocahontas
married John Rolfe, a planter who had introduced tobacco as a cash crop in the Virginia colony. In 1616 the
Rolfes and their young son Thomas traveled to England to help recruit new settlers for Virginia. As the Rolfes
began their return trip to Virginia, Pocahontas became ill and died at Gravesend, England, in March 1617. She
was able to bring the Virginia colony to the attention of prominent English men and women.

As English settlement spread in Virginia during the 1600s, the Powhatan were forced to move inland away from
the fertile river valleys that had long been their home. As their territory dwindled, so did the Indian population,
falling victim to English diseases, food shortages, and warfare. The Powhatan people persisted, however, adopting
new lifestyles while maintaining their cultural pride and leaving a legacy for today, through their descendants still
living in Virginia. http://www.historyisfun.org/pocahontas-and-the-powhatans-of-virginia.htm

Instructional Activities

1. Read a teacher-selected book about Pocahontas and explain to students the following ideas:
Pocahontas was an Indian girl.

She was the daughter of Powhatan.

Pocahontas came with her father’s people to visit the settlers at Jamestown.

She worked to help the settlers receive food from the Indians.

She was noted for being bright and curious.

Opinions differ as to whether the famous “rescue of John Smith” incident actually happened, but if it did,
it was most likely a form of ritual misunderstood by Smith.

o Children were frequently used as interpreters, so she probably helped with translations.
o She married John Rolfe and took the English name of Rebecca.

e Pocahontas and John Rolfe visited England.

2. Review the story of Pocahontas. Write on chart paper facts learned from the story.

3. Have students state ways in which Pocahontas might have helped the settlers receive food in Jamestown. Post
student responses on chart paper.
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4. After the teacher reads trade books, text books, or other sources about the life of Pocahontas, they could use
an interactive whiteboard or classroom computer to help students complete a Bio-Cube as a class (see
http://readwritethink.org/materials/bio_cube/).

5. Explain to students that history relates events that have already happened and teaches people about the
interesting lives of people long ago.

6. Introduce the terms long ago, past, and present. Explain that Pocahontas lived long ago in the past.
Pocahontas was already a young lady when the first European settlers arrived looking for a new land. Have
the students describe the pictures in the book that show Pocahontas lived long ago as compared to how
students live today.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the key words in this session (i.e., Pocahontas, American Indian, long ago, past, present) into a
communication device for students who are nonverbal and need to respond to questions asked during the
activities.

o Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words in this session for students
who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

e Show clips from a video/DVD on Pocahontas before doing Instructional Activity #3.

e Use an overhead projector or a talking word processor software program to write the student responses in
Instructional Activity #3. These may be printed out and/or copied so that each student has a copy for multiple
readings at a later date. They may also be taken home for readings at home.

Multisensory Activity

e Have the students play games that English settlers and native children in Virginia would have played.
Examples may include roll-the-hoop and making cornhusk dolls. Share with the students that one of the ways
Pocahontas made friends with the settlers was by playing with the English children in the settlement,
according to legend. Compare these games to the games children currently play.

Community Connections
e Have an actor/actress come to the class to portray aspects of Pocahontas’ life. Make sure such individuals are

familiar with the history of Pocahontas and can accurately answer questions that the students may have
related to her.

Small Group Learning

o Divide the students into small, cooperative groups. Give each group various pictures that portray Pocahontas.
Allow them to look over the pictures and discuss similarities and differences. Discuss why she looks different
in the various pictures.

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: American Indian, Native Americans, colony, Jamestown,
Virginia, and chief.

o Display these words on the word wall or thematic unit wall with picture communication symbols
accompanying the words.

o Find pictures of women from the past and women of the present. Place Velcro™ or magnets on the back of
the pictures so the students may manipulate them. Have a teacher-directed activity where individual students
are called up to place the picture in the correct column (i.e., Long Ago, Past, Present) on the whiteboard,
chalkboard, or on a poster.
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Session 3: What Is a Wood-and-Bark Shelter?

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to take turns in a small group.

section.

1. Review students’ knowledge of Powhatan and Pocahontas.

2. Review the teacher-selected books about Powhatan and Pocahontas from Sessions 1 and 2. Ask the students
to recall the type of shelter found in the books. The Powhatan people used wood and bark from nature to
create shelters that would protect them from the weather.

3. Show the students the illustration of a wood-and-bark house (longhouse). Explain that a wood-and-bark house
(longhouse) would hold up to twenty families.

4. Pass out a teacher-created sheet with eight illustrated longhouses on it. Instruct students to number the
longhouses 1-8. Then have students glue the corresponding number of corn kernels onto the roof of each
longhouse.

5. Divide the class into two groups—settlers and American Indians. Have the American Indians bring corn to
the settlers. Discuss how the American Indians traded corn with the settlers and helped the settlers plant corn
for food.

Wood-and-bark shelter
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Video tape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected books about Pocahontas
and Powhatan for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.

e Scan the picture described in Instructional Activity #4 in a software program so that students can use the tools
in the program to add the numbers 1-8 on the picture of the longhouse. Provide pictures of corn kernels so
students can copy and paste them onto the roof in the drawing.

e Provide adapted glue for students who have fine-motor difficulties.

Multisensory Activities
e Have students plant corn.
e Have students make something with cornmeal (cornbread, muffins).

Community Connections

e Arrange for students to go to a local farm, museum or national park to learn more about how corn is harvested
and/or processed.

o Contact a local Future Farmers of America (FFA) chapter to send someone to the classroom to illustrate how
to harvest and/or process corn.

Small Group Learning
e Have students in small groups, create a diorama of wood-and-bark shelters using natural textured materials
(e.g., Popsicle™ sticks, branches, twigs).

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: longhouse, past, shelter, American Indians, settlers, corn,
and plant.

e Review the important words in this lesson with the class by pointing to the words wherever they are displayed
and using a signal to have the students read in unison. For example, point with a ruler to the word and have
the other hand in the air. While your hand is in the air, students are not permitted to read the word aloud. This
gives them “think time.” When your hand comes down, the class can read the word in unison. Provide cues
for particularly difficult vocabulary words.

2. Read a teacher-selected book about Betsy Ross. After reading trade books, text books, or other sources about
the life of Betsy Ross, teachers could use an interactive whiteboard or computer to help students complete the
Bio-Cube as a class (see http://readwritethink.org/materials/bio_cube/).

3. Have a small Betsy Ross parade. Play the marching music, and let the students take turns waving the
American flags, holding up their stars, and playing rhythm instruments.

o Create a flag using students’ handprints.

e E-mail or write to your legislator, and ask to purchase a flag that has flown at the state capitol. Have the class
take up a collection to purchase the flag.

o Have the local ROTC color guard present the flag colors to your class.

e Have your school’s safety patrol or Boy Scout troop come to the class and share how to care for and fold an
American flag.
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Small Group Learning
o Insmall groups, have students make 13-star American flags, according to these instructions:

o Glue the 6 white stripes onto the red construction paper, leaving a red stripe between each white
stripe and a red stripe at the bottom and top of the flag. There should be seven red stripes and six
white stripes.

o Glue the pre-cut blue square onto the upper left corner of the red construction paper.

o Complete the flag by gluing onto the back the strip reading “The First American Flag.”

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Session 7: Independence Day

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to have a beginning understanding of Independence Day (from previous sessions).
Students are expected to understand the concept of birthday.

Students are expected to be able to identify colors.

Students are expected to be able to compare and contrast.

Students are expected to be able to respond to simple verbal questions.

Materials

e Teacher-selected book about Independence Day
e One black line drawing per student of a birthday cake

Instructional Activities

1. Lead the students in a discussion about birthdays. Have them share how they like to celebrate birthdays.

2. Tell the students that, just like they do, America has a birthday every year, and that Americans like to
celebrate America’s birthday. Show them a calendar with Independence Day marked. Tell them that
America’s first birthday was a long time ago on July 4, 1776. Let them guess how old they think America is
before telling them.

3. Read the teacher-selected book about Independence Day.

4. Discuss the book and guide the students to understand that America’s birthday is called Independence Day
and July Fourth. Talk about how the people in the book celebrated. Let the students share how they celebrate.

5. Pass out the birthday cake drawings. Ask the students to write “Independence Day” on the top of the cake and
draw a picture of a way to celebrate on July Fourth. The birthday cakes could be used to create a class display
or a class book.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book about Independence
Day for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content. They may also take the video home.

e Program the color words into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need to respond to
questions asked during the activities.
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Multisensory Activities

e Have the students put on a parade around the school. Have them wear red, white, and blue clothes. Play
patriotic music on the intercom as they are marching around the school. You can also provide them with
musical instruments and costumes.

o Make a birthday cake with the class to celebrate America’s birthday.

Community Connections
e Invite community members in to watch the parade, or take the parade into the community.

Small Group Learning
o Allow students to use various musical instruments in small groups (e.g., drums, bells, recorders, triangles,
wood blocks, kazoos).

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: red, white, blue, birthday, America, and flag. These words
may be used to label a picture of a flag.

e Have students copy the words into their journals and illustrate them.

Student Organization of Content
o List the vocabulary words, and allow students to refer to it in their writing or in reading.
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Session 8: Abraham Lincoln, A United States President

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to have an understanding of a president of the United States.
e Students are expected to be able to identify a penny.

e Students are expected to be able to respond to simple questions.

e Students are expected to have an understanding of differences and similarities.

1. Explain to students that Abraham Lincoln, like George Washington, was a president of the United States.
Abraham Lincoln was president many years after George Washington was. Ask students to recall things that
George Washington did as the first president of the United States.

2. Show the students the likeness of Abraham Lincoln on a penny.
3. Read the teacher-selected book about Abraham Lincoln. After reading trade books, text books, or other

sources about the life of Abraham Lincoln, teachers could also use an interactive whiteboard or computer to
help students complete the Bio-Cube as a class (see http://readwritethink.org/materials/bio_cube/).

4. Tell students that Abraham Lincoln is often called “Honest Abe.” Explain that it is believed he was given this
nickname when, as a young man, he worked as a clerk in a small store. One day a man came to buy an item,
and Abraham Lincoln did not give him the correct amount in change. Abraham Lincoln walked a far distance
to give this person the correct amount of change. Since that incident, Abraham Lincoln has been called
“Honest Abe.” Have students share a time when they were honest.

5. Display a picture of a log cabin. Discuss with the students the type of house Abraham Lincoln lived in when
he was a boy.

6. On chart paper, make a Venn diagram with a picture of a log cabin and a picture of a modern house. Discuss
the differences and similarities between the two houses.

Technology

e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during the activities.

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Session 9: Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., Day

1. Ask students what they think peace means. Write their ideas in an idea web format. Write the word “peace” in
the middle.

2. Display a picture of Martin Luther King, Jr.

3. Explain that Martin Luther King, Jr., was an African American who worked to gain fair treatment for all
people.

4. Read a teacher-selected book about Martin Luther King, Jr. After reading trade books, text books, or other
sources about the life of Martin Luther King, Jr., teachers could use an interactive whiteboard or computer to
help students complete the Bio-Cube as a class (see http://readwritethink.org/materials/bio_cube/).

5. Ask the students to discuss the accomplishments of Martin Luther King, Jr. Review the reasons we still
celebrate his accomplishments on his birthday.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Provide an audio tape of the teacher-selected books about Martin Luther King, Jr. for students who need
multiple readings of the content, or video tape a student from an upper-elementary grade reading the book.

e Show clips from a video/DVD about Martin Luther King, Jr. illustrating important aspects of his life.

Multisensory Activities
e Have students role-play examples of treating someone fairly.
e Have students sort pictures that show the concepts of fair and unfair.

Community Connections
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e Have a local actor discuss Dr. King’s famous “I Have a Dream” speech, or have the actor portray Dr. King
and have the students ask questions as if he were still living.
e Have students compose a newspaper article about Martin Luther King, Jr.

Small Group Learning
e Insmall groups, have students do Instructional Activity #1, using pictures from magazines or newspapers that
are examples of what peace means to them.

Vocabulary
o Have students use the following vocabulary words: African American, fair, treatment, peace, and skin color.

Student Organization of Content

e Ask students to decide if a given situation is fair or unfair. An example may be “Boys and girls should use
different water fountains.” Have signs with Fair or Unfair posted within the room. Have the students stand by
the sign that matches their opinion. Have students share the reasons for their choices.

o Read selected books about Betsy Ross.

e Separate fact from fiction by describing the story of Betsy Ross as a legend.

e Read selected books about Abraham Lincoln.

o Identify Abraham Lincoln on the penny and a five-dollar bill.

o Mark the holidays of Thanksgiving Day, Martin Luther King, Jr., Day, Presidents’ Day, and Independence
Day (Fourth of July) on a calendar.

o Read selected books about the first Thanksgiving.

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Session 1: Infroduction to Past and Present

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to respond to simple verbal questions.
o Students are expected to have an understanding of a calendar.

Materials

o Drawing paper
e Crayons

e Chalk

Instructional Aclivities
1. Ask students to tell some of the things they did when they left school the previous day. Write these ideas on
the board. Make a T chart, and write the word “past” above these activities.

2. Ask students to tell some activities they have done in school the current day. Write these activities on the right
side of the T chart, and write “present” above these activities. A sample T chart follows:

Past Present
played outside listening to the teacher
ate dinner drawing a picture

looked at a book | talking with a friend
brushed teeth walking in the hall

3. Read the word “past” and the activities listed beneath. Ask for a volunteer to explain what they think the word
“past” means.

4. Explain to students that “past” means a time before now and that something that happened in the past has
already happened. Explain that “present” means now and that something that is happening in the present is
happening now.

5. Pass out drawing paper to each student, and tell students to fold the paper in half. Have them draw or write on
one side something that happened in the past. Have them draw or write on the other side something happening
in the present.

6. Collect papers, and have students share their ideas of past and present.

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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words (e.g., past, present) in this
session for students who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

e Use a software program to replicate the T Chart described in Instructional Activity #2.

o Create a template in a software program as described in Instructional Activity #5 so that a student can use the
tools to draw/paste pictures into the categories, past and present.

Multisensory Activities

e Using a modeling compound, have students create figures representing themselves doing something that they
did the day before. Label this with a student-dictated caption telling what the action is.

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); fat, short stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to
make wide circular crayons).

Community Connections

e Have students look at historical pictures of the community and compare them to current pictures.

e Invite a city planner to show and discuss past and present maps or photographs from the area.

e Have students talk to their parents about something they did in the past and how it is different now (e.g.,
clothes they wore, TV shows that they watched, games they played).

Small Group Learning

o Insmall groups, have students share what they did yesterday. For example, what the group members had for
dinner, or what they did when they got home from school.

o Insmall groups, share the activities that they gathered after talking to their parents in Community
Connections.

Vocabulary

e Have students use the following words: now, later, past, and present.

e Add these vocabulary words to a class word wall or individual word wall.

o Divide the students into two teams, and give each team a fly swatter or a flashlight. Post cards with Past and
Present on the wall for each team. The teacher will identify an event. The students will race to see who can
touch, with the flyswatter or shine the light on, the correct concept first. The student who answers correctly
first gets a point for their team. Then the next team members in line get a turn.

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Session 2: Calendars Show Past, Present, and Future

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to know how to respond to questions about the calendar (e.g., left-to-right and top-to-
bottom movement across the calendar, day, week, month, numbers 1-31).

e Students are expected to be able to recognize the words for the days of the week.

e Students are expected to have some understanding of past, present, and future.

Materials

e Classroom calendar

e Sentence strips, each containing one of the following incomplete sentences:
e Today is
e Yesterday was
e Tomorrow will be :

e Index cards, each labeled with one of the following:

e Past
e Present
e Future

Instructional Activities

1. Have students look at the calendar and give the current date and day of the week, the date and day of the week
of the previous day, and the date and day of the week of the next day.

2. Post the sentence strips, and ask students to place the Past, Present, and Future cards next to the
corresponding statements.

3. Repeat daily during the unit and periodically through the year.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Create calendar words in a word processing program, and print them out for each student. Tell students to
Velcro™ the words in the correct position on their individual calendars. Students may refer to their calendars
to help in responding to the sentence strips.

Multisensory Activity

e Use individual interactive calendars as described above. For some students, pair picture communication
symbols with the words. These may be created with a software program that illustrates the days of the week
with signs.

Community Connections
e Show clips from cartoon news shows that talk about yesterday, today, and tomorrow events.

Small Group Learning

e After viewing the news clips described in Community Connections, have students create a news show that
reports events that happened yesterday, today, and tomorrow. The sentence strips may be used as prompts for
organizing the content of the news show. Each small group could be videotaped, and the show could be
presented to other classrooms.
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Vocabulary

e Have students use the following vocabulary words: today, tomorrow, yesterday, past, present, future, date,
day, and week.

o Represent these words as a theme word wall on a poster for future reference and writing activities.

o \When appropriate, pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication
symbol and/or a drawing to help clarify the meaning. Individual word cards may be made for some students
to keep and take home for practice. This would be especially beneficial for students who have limited English
proficiency and for students who are visual learners.

o Create a chart with Past, Present, and Future, and have students sort pictures into the three categories.
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Session 3: Events on a Timeline

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to participate in a large-group setting that includes waiting to take turns.
e Students are expected to have some prior knowledge of the terms past and present.
e Students are expected to be able to follow multiple-step directions.

Materials

o Timeline (one per student) with 3 blank lines: one under the left side, one under the middle, and one under the
right side

e Crayons

e Chalk

Instructional Activities

1. Tell the students that a timeline is used to organize things that have happened in the past.

2. Pass out the timelines to students. On the chalkboard draw a similar timeline. Label the left side of the
timeline “Past,” and above it draw or place a picture of you as a baby. Say to the class, “In the past | was a
baby.” Label the middle of the timeline “Past,” and above it draw or place a picture of you as a child. Say to

the class, “In the past | was a child.” Label the right side of the timeline “Present,” and above it draw or place
a picture of you as an adult. Say to the class, “Presently, | am an adult.”

3. Have the students complete their own timelines by drawing or pasting pictures of themselves.

4. Have students share their timelines, and encourage them to describe the events using phrases such as “in the
past” and “in the present.”

Sample Student Timeline
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Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology
e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during these activities.
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e For students who are not able to draw and/or illustrate their timeline, provide a software program with a
teacher-created timeline template. Have each student label and illustrate the timeline according to the
directions given.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).

e Use atimeline to illustrate a cooking activity or an art activity that includes multiple steps over several days.
This will help students learn to generalize these terms and concepts.

Community Connections
o Provide examples of kid-specific newspaper sections to conduct a scavenger hunt for past events and present
events (e.g., weather forecasts).

Small Group Learning

e Expand on the Community Connections activity by having each group collect information on the same topic
or subsection (e.g., movies, sports, weather) for the entire week. On a daily basis, have groups report on past
events and present events as related to their specific topic.

o Have the students work in small groups, using a software program to complete a timeline template. Ask each
group to label and illustrate their timeline as one page of a slideshow presentation. The slide show can then be
selected for viewing at future dates or printed out in book form for repetition.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: past, present, news, timeline, and events.
o Represent these words as a theme word wall on a poster for future reference and writing activities.

Student Organization of Content

o For further illustration of a timeline, replicate a simple timeline in a software program. Using an LCD
projector, project the timeline, and have the whole group participate in illustrating and labeling the timeline.
The timeline may be saved, printed out, and compiled into a book of timelines created by the students for
future reference.
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Session 4: Powhatan and Pocahontas

e Students are expected to participate in a large-group setting that includes waiting to take turns.
e Students are expected to have some prior knowledge of the terms past and present.

8. Discuss the students’ responses.

e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during the activities.

o Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words in this session for students
who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

e Show clips from a video/DVD on Powhatan or Pocahontas before doing Instructional Activity #5.
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e Use an overhead projector or a talking word processor software program to write the student responses in
Instructional Activity #1. These may be printed out and/or copied so that each student has a copy for multiple
readings at a later date. They may also be taken home for readings at home.

Multisensory Activities

e Have students use word or picture cards to create sentences about the lives of Powhatan and Pocahontas.

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include big markers, pencil grips, and crayon cookies.

Community Connections
e Have students take a field trip or a virtual trip to a museum with a display about Powhatan or Pocahontas.

Small Group Learning

o Divide students into small, cooperative groups. Give each group various pictures that portray the lives of
Powhatan and Pocahontas. Have students cut pictures out of magazines that portray their own current lives.
Have them make a book or poster to display in pictures how their lives differ from the lives of Powhatan and

2. Decorate the left side of the bulletin board paper with longhouses and other things you may find in an Indian
village. Consider adding a picture of Pocahontas and Powhatan. Decorate the right side as an English village.
The center signifies the Atlantic Ocean.

3. Read students a teacher-selected book about the settlers coming to Jamestown. Discuss the long journey and
what happened to the settlers on the ships, what they could bring with them, and where their journey took
them.

4. Give students different pictures of settlers and Indians to color and place on the different sections of the paper.
Find a few students to draw three ships sailing on the ocean.

5. After completing the bulletin board, review the story one more time with the students to reinforce the concept
of the settlers traveling to a new land far from home and meeting the Indians.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during these activities.

o For students who are not able to draw, provide a software program.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils, and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make
wide circular crayons).

e Have students role-play the long journey from England across the water to Jamestown.
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e Have students prepare and eat a food product that they would have eaten in England, a food product they
would have eaten onboard the ship, and a food product they would have eaten in Jamestown.
e Have students use a timeline to illustrate this journey including the dates.

e Have students perform their play about the journey to Jamestown for other classes.

Small Group Learning
o Insmall groups, have students use pictures from the Internet or picture symbols to design a book about the
journey to Jamestown.

3. Tell students a person named Betsy Ross made one of the first American flags. Read a teacher-selected book
about Betsy Ross.

4. Ask students to note the differences in the “Betsy Ross flag” and the flag we have today.

5. Pass out stars and lengths of red yarn to students. Instruct students how to “sew” the yarn through the holes.
Students can decorate the star with stars and stripes using the red and blue markers.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book about Betsy Ross for
students who need multiple repetitions in order to understand the content.

e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during the activities.

Multisensory Activities

e Using word or picture cards, create sentences about Betsy Ross.

e Provide adaptations (wrap the end of the yarn with tape) to help students, who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills, “sew” in Instructional Activity #5.

e Have students take a field trip or a virtual trip to a museum with a display about Betsy Ross.

Small Group Learning

o Divide the children into small, cooperative groups. Give each group the materials to make either the first
American flag or a current American flag.

1. Display the KWL chart, and ask students to consider George Washington. Have students complete the “What
We Know” and “What We Want to Know” sections of the chart.

2. Read to students the teacher-selected book.

3. Ask students to help complete the “What We Learned” section of the KWL chart by illustrating facts learned
from the book.

4. Explain that George Washington did many important things in the past, so the United States honored him by
putting his face on the quarter.

5. Pass out quarters, and have each student make a crayon rubbing of the quarter. Discuss the features of the
coin.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Video tape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book about George Washington for
students who need multiple repetitions in order to understand the content.

e Show clips from a video/DVD about George Washington illustrating important aspects of his life.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adapted crayons, scissors, glue, and/or pencils for students who have difficulty with fine-motor skills.
Examples may include big markers, pencil grips, and crayon cookies.

o Have students pick out the quarters from a mixture of coins.

e Have students compare the quarter to the nickel and the dime to see the different numbers, words, and
pictures.
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Community Connections

e Have students take a field trip to or a virtual tour of a museum about George Washington, and have students
use information gathered to add to the KWL chart.

e Invite a coin collector to share and discuss the collection.

Small Group Learning

e Provide each small group with a transparency of a large quarter to use for identifying the numbers, words, and
pictures as described in Instructional Activity #4. Assign each group a color marker to highlight a designated
part. For example, the yellow group finds the numbers, the blue group finds the words, and the red group
finds the pictures. When complete, place all of the transparencies on the overhead projector for students to see
all identified parts.

and honor.

e Pair the important vocabulary words used in this lesson with a picture communication symbol and/or a
drawing to help clarify the meaning.

Place the
materials in a box decorated like a quarter.
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Session 9: Abraham Lincoln

e Students are expected to be able to distinguish between life experiences occurring during childhood versus
during adulthood.

e Students are expected to be able to respond to simple verbal directions.

e Students are expected to be able to brainstorm their ideas in a group.

e Teacher-selected biography of Abraham Lincoln that includes a depiction of his childhood

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Session 1: Making Choices

Teacher Background Information

We teach that people can’t have everything they want. Why can’t they have it all? Because there are not enough
resources in the world for everyone to have everything they want (scarcity). Because people have limited
resources (e.g., time, money, skills, tools, natural resources), they can’t have everything they want; they must
make choices. It’s important to make careful choices. People want the thing they choose to be more
valuable/important/useful/satisfying to them than the next best thing they would have chosen (opportunity cost).

While it is true that people must have food to survive, one person might be able to survive on a peanut butter
sandwich while another might say they “need” a milkshake, a hamburger, and fries, or perhaps, grilled salmon,
garlic potatoes, and Caesar salad. It really is not possible to decide for another person that one thing is a need and
another is not.

Instead of grouping items into “sets” of needs and wants, encourage students to think about the results of their
choices. For example, pretend you are coming to school on a very cold day. You may only bring three items to
school. Which of the following will you choose? Your choices are a coat, lunch, a toy, or homework. Look at
each item and think about what will happen if you do not choose it. Students need to learn to think about their
choices and ask themselves what they are giving up. They want to be sure that what they are getting is going to be
better for them than what they are giving up.

While people have basic “needs” (e.g., food, shelter, clothing, freedom from disease) these are included in wants.
The economic goods that satisfy these needs and wants may all be lumped together as they all consume limited
resources. Therefore we have scarcity.

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e The students are expected to be able to take turns in small-group settings.
e The students are expected to be able to respond to simple verbal directions.
e The students are expected to be able to brainstorm in a group.

Materials

e Teacher-prepared graphic organizer (Attachment A)

e Teacher-prepared activity sheets (Attachments B and C)

e Crayons

e Teacher-selected book about making choices and that uses the term “wants”

Instructional Activities

1. Read a teacher-selected book about wanting things and making choices. After completing the story, share the
definitions about choice (choosing between two or more things) and wants (things people would like to have).

2. Ask students to recall events and characters in the story. Discuss examples of wants in the story and what
choice the characters made.

3. Go to the EconEdLink Web page,
http://www.econedlink.org/lessons/index.php?lesson=EM461&page=teacher, and scroll down and read aloud
the story “Josh Has Many Wants.”

4. Ask students to name the things that Josh wanted and the things that Josh’s mother wanted. Then ask why
Josh can’t have everything he wants. (He doesn’t have enough money.) He must make a choice.
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5. Have students complete the first Making Choices Graphic Organizer (Attachment A).
6. Have students complete the second Making Choices Activities (Attachments B and C).
7. Review the Making Choices worksheets with the students.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

o Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book, about wanting things
and making choices, for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.

e Use a screen reader to read the story “Josh Has Many Wants” in Instructional Activity #3.

e Create picture communication symbols in a software program of the key words (e.g., choice, want, need) in
this session for students who are visual learners or have limited English proficiency.

o Create a template in a software program for Attachment A.

Multisensory Activities

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills.

e Have the students act out the story, “Josh Has Many Wants.”

Community Connections

e Contact a local food pantry, and find out what type of food is needed. Have your students collect canned food
for the food pantry.

e Have students visit a food pantry.

Small Group Learning

o Insmall groups, have students talk about the choices they would make using the example given in the
Teacher Background Information. [For example, pretend you are coming to school on a very cold day. You
may only bring three items to school. Which of the following will you choose? Your choices are a coat, lunch,
a toy, or homework (provide picture cards or symbols for these four choices). Look at each item and think
about what will happen if you do not choose it.]

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following vocabulary words: food, clothing, shelter, need, want, and choice.

Student Organization of Content
o Have students create a collage of pictures, from magazines or from the Internet, of things that they need. Have
them talk about the choices they made.
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Session 2: Let’'s Make a Mural of Wants

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to be able to take turns in small-group settings.
e Students are expected to be able to use scissors and glue.

Materials

Teacher-selected book that provides clear examples of wants
Several large pieces of chart paper for each group

Glue sticks

Scissors

Markers or pre-cut letters that spell the word “wants”
Magazines for each group

Instructional Activities

1. Begin this session by reading the teacher-selected book about choices and wants. Review the terms.

2. Discuss the story. What did the characters choose? What did the characters give up? Why do you think the
characters made those choices? Did the characters make careful choices? Did the characters choose the most

important thing, the most fun thing, the thing that would last the longest, or the thing that would help someone
else?

3. Explain that since we can’t have everything we want, it is important to make thoughtful choices.

4. For assessment on making thoughtful choices, go to the online lesson “Every Penny Counts” and scroll down
to the assessment (see http://www.econedlink.org/lessons/index.php?lesson=EM461&page=teacher).

5. Review with the students what they have learned about wants. They will demonstrate what they know by
drawing a picture or cutting out pictures. Each student will draw a picture of something they want on one side
of the paper and something else they want on the other side of the paper.

6. Tell the students they will be creating a mural by pasting pictures on chart paper. Tell them to pretend they
may have one of the things they want and not the other. Tell them to make a careful choice and be ready to
explain why they chose one and why they gave up the other. Have each student put glue on the item they are
giving up and put the picture on the chart paper so the item they are keeping is face-up. Respect students’
answers.

7. As the groups complete the task, allow time for groups to present their charts. Display all work on a
classroom wall or in the hallway.

8. Visit the Kid’s Econ Poster \Web site (http://www.kidseconposters.com/econsongs.html) for songs and
instructional materials on making choices and wants.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Use a flashlight to point out various items on the mural in classroom discussion.

e Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book, about choices and
wants, for students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.

o Allow students to create their pictures using a paint program. They can incorporate Internet pictures into their
work.
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e Program the key words in this session into a communication device for students who are nonverbal and need
to respond to questions asked during these activities.

Multisensory Activities

e Have students act out the story about choices and wants. Then ask the questions: What did the characters
choose? What did the characters give up? Why do you think the characters made those choices? Did the
characters make careful choices? Did the characters choose the most important thing, the most fun thing, the
thing that would last the longest, or the thing that would help someone else?

e Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills.

Community Connections
e Have students visit a local food bank or grocery store.
o Engage students in a community service project (e.g., to serve a local family or an area affected by disaster)

Small Group Learning
e Have students create the mural in a small-group setting with older students as facilitators.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following words: choices and wants.

Student Organization of Content

o Record the students’” answers to the question in Instructional Activity #2 into a talking word processing
software program. The responses may be saved and printed out for all the students to refer to, take home, and
read/listen to for multiple repetitions. The key words can also be color-coded for emphasis.
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Session 3: Let’s Sort!

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

e Students are expected to complete work at home (Instructional Activity #2).
e Students are expected to be able to participate in a whole-class activity.

Materials

e Teacher-selected book that provides clear examples of wants
e Index cards (one per student)
e One marker for the teacher

Instructional Activities

1. Begin by reading the teacher-selected story about wants. Review the term wants. Also present the idea that we
use money to purchase the things we want, and we earn money to buy the things we want.

2. Give each student an index card, and assign homework: each student should glue or draw a picture on the
index card that illustrates a want. Tell students to keep their want a secret. Send a note to parents with each
student explaining the activity.

3. As students return the next day, collect the index cards. You may choose to have a few extra made for those
who forget their homework.

4. To complete the activity, lay the cards on a table face-up. Invite the students to come up, look at the pictures,
and see how many things they would like to have. Ask a student which ones he/she would like to have. Give
that student $1 in play money, and explain that the money was earned by doing his/her homework of making
the card. The money will buy one card. Remind the student that it is important to make careful choices. Ask
which item the student will choose and which will be given up. Ask the student to explain why he/she made
that choice. Demonstrate respect for their responses.

5. Visit the Kid’s Econ Poster \Web site (http://www.kidseconposters.com/econsongs.html) for songs and
instructional materials on wants.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

e Have students use a software program to create illustrations.

e Put the pictures and names of the objects on programmable talking device.

o Videotape or audiotape an upper-elementary student reading the teacher-selected book about wants for
students who need multiple repetitions to understand the content.

Multisensory Activity
e Have students use the homework cards (see Instructional Activity #2) to play charades.

Community Connections
e Have students visit a food bank or grocery store.
e Engage students in a community service project (e.g., to serve a local family or an area affected by disaster).

Small Group Learning
o Complete Instructional Activity #4 in small groups.
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Vocabulary
o Have students use the following words: want, money, cost, and purchase.

Student Organization of Content
o Make a poster with the want pictures that the students created.
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Session 4: You Are an Author!

Prerequisite Understanding/Knowledge/Skills

Students are expected to be able to verbalize individual wants.
Students are expected to be able to draw independently.

Materials

Trade books that provide illustrations of examples of wants

Prepared eight-page books (one per student) made by folding and stapling together four pieces of construction
paper

Pencils

Magazines

Scissors

Glue

Markers

Parent volunteers (optional)

Instructional Activities

1.

Distribute to each student one prepared eight-page book, and explain that each student will write and illustrate
the book to show what they have learned about wants.

If possible, have parent volunteers assist students in writing the books. Suggestions for each page are as
follows:

o Title

I want food because

I want clothing because

I want a place to live because .

I want because

I want because

I want because

About the Author

Students should also create illustrations for each page. Allow the students a choice of drawing their own
illustrations or finding magazine pictures to illustrate each page.

Specific Options for Differentiating This Lesson

Technology

Pair the words in Instructional Activity #2 with picture communication symbols from a software program.
Use picture communication symbols on a communication device for students who are nonverbal.

Have students use a software program to illustrate the book.

Use an overhead projector or a talking word processor software program to write the student responses in
Instructional Activity #2. They may be printed out and/or copied to be included in the student’s book.

Multisensory Activities

Provide adaptations to the markers, pencils and/or crayons for students who have difficulty with fine-motor
skills. Examples may include pencil grips (e.g., insert a tennis ball on the end of a fat paint brush to make a
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better grip); short, stubby markers, and crayon cookies (melt crayons into the bottom of a muffin tin to make

wide circular crayons).
o Replicate individual books using presentation software into a presentation.

Community Connections
o Have students share the books with older students or with a preschool class.
e Have students talk to their family members about their wants.

Small Group Learning
e Have students share individual books in small groups.

Vocabulary
e Have students use the following words: wants, clothing, shelter, and food.
e Add these vocabulary words to a class word wall or individual word wall.

Student Organization of Content

o Have students complete Instructional Activities #2 and #3 using any needed adaptations.

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Attachment B: Making Choices Discussion Outline

Procedure:

1. Give students the handout, Attachment C.

2. Tell students: Suppose you had a chance to participate in any activities pictured, circle all the ones you
would want to do—even those you have never tried.

3. Next, tell students to imagine that they have the opportunity on Saturday afternoon to do one of those
activities for an hour.

4. Tell students to pick their top two choices and cross out the others.

5. Tell students to put a star by their choice and write “OC” on their second choice.

6. Ask students why they can’t do all of the things they want? Possible Answers: not enough time, not
enough money, not enough skills, not enough students available to make a team, no swimming pool, no
ice skating rink, no river, no transportation.

7. Explain that because resources are limited (scarce), people can’t have everything they want. Review the
things that might have been scarce in this example (not enough time, not enough money, not enough
skills, not enough students available to make a team, no swimming pool, no ice skating rink, no river, no
transportation).

8. Ask students what people have to do when they can’t have everything they want. Answer: Make a choice.

9. Ask students to explain why they made the choices they did. Discuss why it is important to make careful
choices. Answer: So you choose the alternative that is most valuable, useful, important, or satisfying to
you. Notice that different people make different choices because they prefer different things or think
different things are important. Stress that it is important to make careful choices.

10. Give each student a ticket or “dollar” to buy something (a choice of small treats, or a choice of several fun
activities).

11. SOL K7b Explain that the students have “earned” this ticket or money by some work they have done.

Explain that people work to earn money so they can buy the goods and services they want. K7a. Let each
student come forward, pay, and make his/her choice while saying “I can’t have everything | want. This

is my choice.”
